SPREADING TIPS

• For a wider pass, increase walking pace.

• For a heavier pass, walk slower.

Never use wet materials, or materials with 
foreign debris with the spreader. The unit is 
designed to handle dry, clean, free-fl owing 
material.

 WARNING
Do not overload spreader. Use chart below 
to calculate weight of material. Weights of 
material are an average for dry materials.

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3. Insert rod into upper control handle as shown in 
Figure 2.

4. Insert rod end into gate linkage and lock in place 
with hairpin clip as shown in Figure 2.

5. Install defl ector support bands on hopper support 
tube as shown in Figure 3. Continue by installing 
defl ector to support band on right side as shown in 
Figure 4.

6. Attach clear protective cover on hopper.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Tires are not fully infl ated when shipped. Infl ate 
tires with a manual pump.

2. Assemble upper handle assembly to lower axle 
support tube (Figure 1).

ASSEMBLY

 WARNING
Use safety glasses and gloves when infl ating 
and installing the tires. Use manual pump 
only to infl ate. Refer to the tire sidewall for 
manufacturer's recommended pressure. Do 
not exceed the maximum infl ation pressure.
